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‘The EYE' is a ceiling or wall mounted light
fitting specifically designed to be flush joined
with standard 10mm plasterboard surfaces.
It consist of two plaster components;

a reflector and an escutcheon,

and a convex acrylic diffuser.

FIXING GUIDE

1. ‘The Eye’' may be suspended from
steel or timber framing.

2. Screw-fix the EYE directly fo the
framing and insert electrical cabling.
Ensure that the surround is supported
at a minimum of 450mm centres.
Screw- fix to each framing member.
(NB. Most fixers find it easier fo sheet
the ceiling first before using the plaster
surround as a template to mark out
the cut out shape. The surround can
then be inserted info the cut out and
fixed in position. Adequate

framing must be in position before
sheeting the ceiling).

3. Bond surround to adjoining
plasterboard with cornice cement
applied from both sides.

4. Tape and set plasterboard with

the EYE in accordance with the
plasterboard manufacturer’s
instructions for joining two sheets of
plasterboard. Finish with top coat and
hand sand to provide a perfectly
seamless joint.

5. A licensed electrician is to wire the
electronic ballast which is then
dropped into position behind the
reflector. The gear fray assembly
requires live, neutral and earth con-
nections. Dimming is achieved via an
additional pair of cables run from the
gear fray to the 1-10V analogue dim-
mer control (as supplied) or to an
automated lighting control system. The
positive / negative polarity must be
mainfained between gear tray and
dimmer control device.

6. The diffuser is positioned by inserting
it info the opening at a shallow angle
and lowering it into place.
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
