FIXING GUIDE

1/ The * ZAQ" may be installed to a
timber or steel framed wall or ceiling. If
possible, prepare studwork for
installation. The ZAQ is designed to be
fixed to wall studs spaced at 450mm
centres.

2/ Cut a rectangular opening in the
wall lining to match the cast.

Provide noggings at top and

bottom for fixing ZAQ cast.

3/ Screw-fix ZAQ to framing members.
4/ Tape and set flush with the wall.

6/ After painting, hard wire the ZAQ
electrical gear and then screw fix it o
the threaded holes in the back of the
cast using the socket head screws
provided.

The lamp is slofted into place and the
diffuser can then be screwed to the
fixing brackets.

PAINTING GUIDE

Plaster MORPH Lights must be primed
for painting in accordance with
standard procedure for preparation
of fibrous plaster surfaces.

It is recommended that plaster
MORPH Lights be spray finished fo
match the adjoining wall colour.

When finishing off, feather the
painted surface into the sprayed area
using the tip of the paintbrush.

This feathering should not encroach
on the curved section of the cast.

If spraying is not possible, the

product should be painted with a mini
foam roller, using thin regular paint

rather than thick cutting-in paint.
